“Could you....?" (“pourriez vous ... 7) qui est plus poli que “can you.... ?” (“pouvez
vous ... 7).

Pensez a utiliser “please” (=s'il vous/te plait) au début ou a la fin de vos questions.
Les Britanniques utilisent beaucoup de formules de politesse. “Please, could you
spell your name?” (= “ Pourriez vous épeler votre nom, s’il vous plait ?”) ou “Could |
get the drink menu, please?” (= “pourrais je avoir la carte des boissons, s’il vous
plait).

Saviez vous qu'il existe plus de 35 mots différents pour parler des toilettes en
anglais ?

En voici quelques unes des plus courantes : the gents, the ladies, the loo, the toilet,
the little girl’s room, the little boy’s room, the lavatory, the WC, the toilets, the
restroom, the bathroom,

Les Britanniques auront tendance a utiliser “loo” ou encore “ladies’ (pour les
femmes) et “gents” (pour les hommes) mais également “toilet” alors que les
Américains diront plutét “bathroom” ou “restroom”.

Les Anglais utilisent beaucoup d’euphémismes pour atténuer un sujet difficile ou
tabou : “he passed away” plutét que “he died”, “she’s lost her mind” plutét que “she
is crazy”. Pour demander ou sont les toilettes vous pourrez également dire “| need
to use the bathroom” (US), “I have to spend a penny” (UK. Littéralement : il faut que
je dépense un pence).

NB : attention aux faux amis :

“no vacancy” signifie que U'hotel est complet.
“Vacancies” signifie qu’il y a de la place
“complimentary” signifie gratuit

“Fire hazard” = risque d’'incendie

“Location” = localization (“to rent” = louer)
“Journey” = voyage

“Surname” = nom de famille (“nickname” = surnom)
